Federal Biobased Products Preferred Procurement Program

Biobased Product Information Sheet


Seven (7) steps must be completed when submitting information to USDA for biobased products.  Participation in this process is strictly voluntary, and producers of biobased products need not participate to take advantage of the preferred procurement program.  However, information submitted to USDA will be used to support designation of biobased items for Federal preferred procurement status. 

Product information submitted to the Federal Biobased Product Preferred Procurement Program will be entered into a secure database and kept in strict confidence.  Product descriptions, company contact information, and voluntary performance specifications will be listed on the Biobased Products Catalog.  This catalog will enable Federal end-users to identify and procure available biobased products.  Suppliers will be asked to review product information for accuracy on a yearly basis.  

This information sheet provides a step-by-step guide for completing the submission process for one product only.
